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1 . Food Sovereignty commission 

The food sovereignty commission of the World Mijarc met in Rome from the 13th to the 19th of June.  The starting idea was to participate in the FAO’s Special Forum as well. Unfortunately the latter was postponed.

The members analysed first how to improve communication between them. Afterwards, they evaluated the actions undertaken towards the WTO that were carried out in India and Hong Kong and during the ministerial conference, and the current state of the negotiations.
Afterwards they prepared the event to launch the Access to Land Campaign and George Fernandez explained what had been organised during the International conference on Land reform and rural development that took place in Brazil in March 2006. The commission saw the importance of preparing a document for the next FAO’s Forum based on the declarations of Porto Alegre and the parallel Forum.

The commission created a team responsible for the preparation of the next international seminar that will take place before the World Social Forum.

Afterwards, the commission discussed the regional commercial agreements and the idea is to write a document on this topic for the movements. The scheme of the document was established. 
Afterwards they went over again what is already written for the pedagogical document on food sovereignty and they distributed the tasks.

Afterwards they prepared the foreseen meetings with the people in charge of the different institutions. During their different visits, the MIJARC was able to explain its actions in favour of rural young people and emphasised the importance of taking into account the point of view of the young people in the elaboration of policies. The decisions were taken in order to strengthen the networking.
2. Women international commission 

The Women International Commission gathered in Brussels from the 22d to the 24th of September. 
The people in charge started analysing the action plan from a gender perspective and several weaknesses were detected. Some measures have been adopted like to include a specific objective number 4 on gender in order to insist on this theme and to ensure better contacts between responsibles at a continental level. Women must also commit themselves more in the lobby and advocacy activities.
Afterwards, we had an exchange with Nubia, the responsible for the women work group of the JOC international. She explained the actions undertook at a local level and the lobby and advocacy activities at an international level. Several ideas for a better collaboration between the two movements on the theme of gender equity were exchanged. It’s very important to establish links and to work in networks with women organisations.
Given that the access to land is one of the main themes for the years to come, the commission saw as necessary to undertake an inquiry, especially about women in order to know better the problems they face in this domain. This project was presented to the world coordination who accepted to take on this work. The commission is also going to go over again the document that the food sovereignty commission is writing to make sure that the gender approach is indeed present.
A general survey of the movements was made: the leaflet elaborated last year had a positive impact. But it’s important to continue elaborating small reflection material to help the local women groups and the national commissions to think and undertake actions. The representatives also decided to gather existing material in the countries and that can be useful for other movements. It is also important to have a data base of the responsibles at a national level.

We also decided to work on the topic of the political participation of women. The continental representatives decided to interview women implicated in politics and with the results of these interviews, elaborate a work proposition for the next world assembly.
3  World Coordination
Evaluation and weak points
The world coordinators evaluated the action plan of the past year and brought out several weaknesses. Afterwards, a general survey was made about the movements in order to know their current situation.

From these weaknesses, it was decide that 4 of them will be analyzed in order to find them solutions
· Training of leaders: it was decided to give a priority to this activity in order to have strong movements for the world assembly of 2008. Every continent must define a list of countries that have priority.  In some countries, a preliminary visit must be planned in order to get to know the movement’s real situation. Those who must give this training are the continental coordinators. And the content of the training has been establishment.
· The accompaniment  visits: these must accompany the trainings in order to encourage and follow the movements. It is also important to identify key persons of other institutions (the church, FAO, governments, NGOs,...) with who we can coordinate things. The visits don’t have to be punctual but must be part of a process of follow-up, that is why you have to use the directive lines on how to do the follow-up approved  by the 2005 world coordination.
· Planning, Action plan: it was decided to simplify the logical framework, to put in it specific aims, after all the results and all the activities. This will allow us to avoid the repetition of activities that enable us to reach different objectives. It was also decided to include one specific objective number 4 in relation with gender equity. 
· Structure: Priority must be given to the visits over the assemblies or coordination meetings. A reflection must be started to simplify the structure, to make it more flexible, less heavy, and therefore more efficient and less expensive, at a continental as at a world level.
Finances The continental coordination and the world team presented the financial report of 2005. All the reports were unanimously approved. We also analysed the state of the membership fees and talked about the possibilities to feed the solidarity fund.
Strategic alliance
Christine Brandmeir explained the process that led to the end of the strategic alliance and the current state of the situation.
Commissions: the different commissions (food sovereignty, women, and solidarity economy) presented their reports 
To support the work of the commissions, it was decided that: 
· The coordinators are going to make themselves the questionnaires for the diagnostic of solidarity economy during their visits to the movements.
· An inquiry into the concrete cases of access to land specially from a women’s point of view
· An inquiry into politically committed women at a local level will be held
World Assembly 2008 The theme and the concrete aspects of the world assembly of 2008 were decided and the coordinators proposed different ways to gather funds to equilibrate the budget.
World Food a Day 
We evaluated the material and activities of 2005. We have to encourage the movements so they can organise the activities and send the reports.
Identity
The topic was discussed during the world assembly of 2004 and the world coordinations. With the gathered elements, the world team will elaborate a document that will be discussed during the world coordinations, and then presented during the WA of 2008.
Action Plan: Each continent and the world team presented their action plans. You will find the general action plan in annex
Budget : The continental coordinations and the world team presented their budgets. All the budgets were approved.
Chaplain : Christine Brandmeir explained the process at a world level. The names of the candidates were submitted to the Vatican and the enquiries have begun. Afterwards, the coordination discussed the document prepared by Christine Brandmeir on the roles of the MIJARC’s Chaplain and followers.  
Files for the new risponsibles : Christine Brandmeir explained that the world office prepared material with MIJARC’s important documents for the new responsibles of the movements at all levels. This material will be sent printed and on CD as soon as it’s ready.
World Coordination 2007: the dates and themes for the next world coordination were established.
International Institutions: George Fernandez explained the current relationships of the world Team with the international institutions and we saw how to improve these relationships at a continental level
Strategy towards the media: George explained how to contact the media
Evaluation : the coordinators evaluated in a positive way the different aspects : content, methodology, participation, logistic
4 . Event of the launching of the new campaign:

During the world coordination, the international campaign about productive resources was opened, launched with the KLJ, the movement member in Belgium and other partners. The different continental responsibles as the world team explained the situation of the access to land (thematic for 2006/2007). A debate with the participants took place especially on MGOs and the difficulties they carry as on the struggle for land comparing the different movements and initiatives: land occupation, create new laws, land reform, the program of the World Bank etc. The exchange between the participants was very active, provocative and put the problematics of the sound in the centre.

5. Trainings:

· During the world coordination, a night was spared for the life revision. Bertha Vizcarra explained the methodology and after an exchange of experiences took place
· Another night was devoted to training on the web site. The coordinators now know how to introduce documents on the website.

· During 4 days, after the world coordination, Cecile gave training on the cycle of administration of projects: problems’ tree, the follow up, the evaluation, the report, the balance sheet. The coordinators received a leaflet about these subjects and another with the addresses of the donors. This material was also sent to all the movements
